The Ministry of Foreign Affairs has taken the initiative to invite you here
today to apprise you of the accomplishments we have all achieved since
Egypt assumed the Chairmanship of the Non-Aligned Movement at the
XV Summit of Heads of State and Government that was held just over one
year ago in Sharm El-Sheikh from 11 to 16 July 2009.

We also welcome the opportunity to listen and reflect with you on our
common aspirations for the remaining two years of our Chairmanship,
and to collectively examine how best we can chart a more ambitious
agenda for our Movement as we set out to address the many challenges
that we face in the future.

When our Heads of State and Government gathered in Sharm El-Sheikh
last year, they reaffirmed and underscored the Movement's abiding faith
In and strong commitment to its founding principles, ideals and
purposes, particularly in establishing a peaceful and prosperous world
and a just and equitable world order, as well as to the purposes and
principles enshrined in the United Nations Charter.

This has been the guiding mantra that has both defined and
characterized our collective endeavors throughout the past year as we
proceeded to translate the Final Document, Summit Declarations and
Plan of Action we adopted in Sharm El-Sheikh into concrete actions in
order to further enhance the solidarity among our members and
advance our interests within the United Nations and other international
organizations and multilateral fora.

As the Performance Report that Egypt has prepared will demonstrate,
NAM has been especially active, and effective, in advocating our
positions and defending our interests vis-a-vis the multitude of priorities
and 1ssues that collectively form our common agenda.



Our activities have spanned a vast array of topics and agenda items
within the United Nations, in particular those before the General
Assembly and Security Council; they have addressed our priority
concerns at the International Atomic Energy Agency, both before the
General Conference and Board of Governors; they have advanced our
goals and objectives within the Human Rights Council; and they have
been equally effective in enhancing our solidarity and unity within the
many other specialized agencies and multilateral bodies to which we
belong, whether in New York, Geneva, Vienna or elsewhere.

While I do not want to overemphasize the significance of any single one
of these many activities, I do, however, want to especially applaud the
remarkable accomplishments that NAM achieved during the 2010
Review Conference of the Parties to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation
of Nuclear Weapons, which was held in New York last May. It was only
through our concerted preparation, our steadfast unity, and our
unrelenting determination in the face of inordinate challenges that we
succeeded in adopting a Final Document that addressed many of NAM’s
priority concerns and interests vis-a-vis nuclear disarmament and non-
proliferation, the peaceful uses of nuclear energy, and the full
implementation of the 1995 Resolution on the Middle East, including
through the convening, in 2012, of a conference on the establishment of
a Middle East zone free of nuclear weapons and other weapons of mass
destruction.

The past year has also witnessed the convening of a series of NAM
Ministerial meetings and conferences that have served to further
advance the ambitious agenda that our leaders adopted in Sharm El-
Sheikh. The Special Non-Aligned Movement Ministerial Meeting on
Interfaith Dialogue and Cooperation for Peace and Development, which
was graciously hosted by the Government of the Philippines, was held in
Manila in March 2010; the Third Meeting of NAM Ministers of Health was
held in Geneva in May 2010 on the margins of the 63'® World Health
Assembly; and the Ministerial Coordination Meeting of NAM Ministers in
charge of Labor and Manpower was held, also in Geneva, in June 2010
on the margins of the 99™ International Labor Conference.

Throughout the past year, the Non-Aligned Movement has also remained
steadfast in championing the cause of peace in the Middle East and
supporting the Palestinian people in their efforts towards the realization
of their inalienable human rights and freedom, and our Movement shall
remain at the forefront of those who continue to strive for the
achievement of a comprehensive, just and lasting peace settlement and
the exercise by the Palestinian people of their right to self-determination
